Level 2

By the end of level 2, children will be able to:

give the phoneme when shown any Level 2 grapheme

+ find any Level 2 grapheme, from a display, when given the phoneme

- orally blend and segment CVC words

* blend and segment in order to read and spell VC words, such as if, am, on, up
* read the five tricky words - the, to, I, no, go.

Level 3

By the end of level 2, children will be able to:

« give the phoneme when shown all or most Level 2 and Level 3 graphemes

+ find all or most Level 2 and Level 3 graphemes, from a display, when given the phoneme
* blend and read CVC words (single-syllable words consisting of Level 2 and Level 3 graphemes)
+ segment and make a phonetically plausible attempt at spelling CVC words

* read and spell some two-syllable words using Level 2 and Level 3 graphemes
* read the tricky words - he, she, we, me, be, was, my, you, here, they, all, are

- spell the tricky words - the, o, I, no, go
- write each letter correctly when following a model.

« give the phoneme when shown any Level 2 and Level 3 grapheme

+ find any Level 2 and Level 3 grapheme, from a display, when given the phoneme

* be able to blend and read words containing adjacent consonants

* be able to segment and spell words containing adjacent consonants

* be able to read and spell polysyllabic words containing adjacent consonants and words containing three-letter adjacent consonants

* be able to read the tricky words - said, so, have, like, come, some, were, there, little, one, do, when, out, what
* be able to spell the tricky words - he, be, we, she, me, was, you, they, are, all, my, here

- write each letter, usually correctly

* give the phoneme when shown any grapheme that has been taught
+ for any given phoneme, write the common graphemes
« apply phonics knowledge and skills as the prime approach to reading and spelling unfamiliar words that are not completely decodable
* read and spell phonically decodable two-syllable and three-syllable words
* read and spell all faught common exception words
+ form each letter correctly
* use alternative ways of pronouncing and representing the long vowel phonemes.

Level 6

By the end of Level 6, children should be able to:

* read accurately most words of two or more syllables

* read most words containing common suffixes

* read most common exception words

* read most words accurately, in age-appropriate books, without overt sounding and blending, fluent enough to allow them to focus on
their understanding rather than on decoding individual words

+ sound out most unfamiliar words accurately, without undue hesitation

* segment spoken words into phonemes and represent these by graphemes, spelling many of these words correctly and making
phonically-plausible attempts at others

+ spell most common exception words correctly.
